We have 

further training on the INSET day on Monday 19th February which all staff are looking forward to. 

3. Monitoring in classes this half term has focused on ensuring that all children are accessing the taught 

curriculum. All visitors to school, whether governors or from Initio Learning Trust, have been impressed 

with how articulate the children are when talking about their learning. 

4. Cultural capital including trips and visits out of school has continued to be a push for us at Burton. The 

children have had many different experiences this half term, from visiting the Pantomime to an owl visit in 

EYFS! Thank you to the Friends of School and Bridport Round Table for supporting the trip to the 

pantomime.  

Attendance 

Attendance continues to be a focus for schools across the country with national attendance rates still not recovering 

to pre-pandemic levels. Attendance at Burton this term is currently 95.8% which is above the national average but 

slightly below the expectation of 96%.
